EARLY IN THE WEEK DEVOTION

ACTIVITY - Have everyone share the titles of their favorite books. Compile a list. After
creating the list, distinguish between fiction and non-fiction books.

DISCUSS - Say: Fiction books are great, but they are made up in the heads of the writers.
Non-fiction books, though, are true stories. Ask: Do you think the Bible is true, or is it just a
bunch of stories that came from a writer’'s mind? Why? Discuss the responses. The key
question for this lesson is: ‘Is the Bible true?’ The Bible is 100% true and accurate. This week
we are focusing on how we can know the Bible is true and how that knowledge should affect
the way we live each day.
